WMCTC Culinary Center Policy of Professional Conduct 2021/2022
1. Culinary students have their own locker room.  Locks are provided by WMCTC, no outside locks are permitted. 
a. Upon arrival, students must lock their personal items in their locker and report directly to the classroom. 
b. Students will have 8 minutes in the locker room to change and get to homeroom. 
2. Students will wear clean uniforms daily and uniforms must be worn at all times.  
a. Failure to follow uniform policies will result in a reduction of the day’s work ethics grade, a discipline referral, and reassignment of lab activities. 
b. Students without a clean uniform will not be permitted in the kitchen, but will be given alternate writing assignments, instead.

c. Students without proper non-slip footwear will not be permitted into the kitchens, regardless if they have their uniforms or not.  Safety first!

3. Students are to remain in designated lab areas. 
a. Students will sign out and take a hall pass to go to the restroom, nurse, or office, etc.
4. Students will conduct themselves in a professional manner:

a. No horseplay – running in lab, throwing things, snapping/slapping with kitchen towels, etc.         
 
b. No loud or profane language will be tolerated.

c. No sitting in lab area.
d. Clean your work area as you go.

e. Keep uniforms neat and clean. Dirty uniforms are considered out of uniform.
f. Be respectful of others and their property.

5. No food made in class or bought for class activities may be eaten without instructor’s permission.  

a. WMCTC considers eating/taking food without permission theft and will be dealt with accordingly.
6. All students are responsible for the cleaning of the lab area at the end of the day.

7. No vaping, smoking, or use of tobacco products on school property.

8. No personal electronic devices (mp3, I-pods, etc.) are permitted in class without instructor permission. 
9. Cell phones are a huge problem.  Cell phone use is strictly prohibited during class hours without prior instructor consent.  The local regulatory agency considers this a safety violation, as cell phones are very unsanitary.
10. No jewelry is permitted, including facial jewelry.  If married, a plain metal wedding band may be worn.  
11. Damaged or broken equipment must be reported to the instructor.  Please DO NOT try to cover-up damaged materials.  You will not be punished if equipment breaks, but someone may get injured if you don’t report it.
12. Instructor desks and computers are strictly off limits to all students.
Infractions of these policies will follow discipline guidelines as outlined in the WMCTC Student Handbook.
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
